Laying on of Hands and Anointing
Quiet, reflective music will be played.
Anointing oil is brought before the priest.

The priest says

Praise God who made heaven and earth,

who keeps his promise for ever.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God,

who is worthy of all thanksgiving and praise.

Blessed are you, sovereign God, gentle and merciful,

creator of heaven and earth.

Your Word brought light out of darkness,

and daily your Spirit renews the face of the earth.

Your anointed Son brought healing to those in weakness and distress.
He broke the power of evil and set us free from sin and death

that we might praise your name for ever.

By the power of your Spirit may your blessing rest

on those who are anointed with this oil in your name;
may they be made whole in body, mind and spirit,
restored in your image, renewed in your love,

and serve you as sons and daughters in your kingdom.

Through your anointed Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord,

to whom with you and the Holy Spirit

we lift our voices of thanks and praise:

Blessed be God, our strength and our salvation, now and for ever. Amen.

There is now a time for you to come forwards for anointing and prayer.

You can come forwards for yourself or for a situation or person you want to bring
before God.

A lay person may also be present praying alongside the priest.

Anything you share will be treated with absolute confidence and not shared with
anyone.

If you want a longer time for prayer and sharing, then please speak to a priest
after the service.

The Laying on of Hands is administered using these or other suitable words
In the name of God and trusting in his might alone,

receive Christ’s healing touch to make you whole.

May Christ bring you wholeness

of body, mind and spirit,

deliver you from every evil,

and give you his peace. Amen.



Anointing may be administered. The priest says

I anoint you in the name of God who gives you life.
Receive Christ’s forgiveness, his healing and his love.
May the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ

grant you the riches of his grace,

his wholeness and his peace. Amen.

After the Laying on of Hands and Anointing, the priest says
The almighty Lord,

who is a strong tower for all who put their trust in him,

whom all things in heaven, on earth, and under the earth obey,
be now and evermore your defence.

May you believe and trust that the only name under heaven
given for health and salvation

is the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. Amen.

As we proclaim his death and celebrate his rising in glory,
send your Holy Spirit that this bread and this wine
may be to us the body and blood of your dear Son.

As we eat and drink these holy gifts
make us one in Christ, our risen Lord.

With your whole Church throughout the world
we offer you this sacrifice of praise
and lift our voice to join the eternal song of heaven:

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might,
Heaven and earth are full of your glory.
Hosanna in the highest.
